Amidst the Ponderosas, Slate-Look Concrete Tile Roofs will be Green,

Energy Efficient and Fire Safe
IRVINE, Calif. (May 2009) – Nestled in the Rogue River Valley, framed by mountain ranges,

boasting rivers to fish and an 18-hole golf course designed by Jack Nicklaus and Jack Nicklaus

II, the 380-acre Paradise Ranch is sure to live up to its name.

Prospectors to the area can now see the recently completed Paradise Ranch model home.

Eventually, there will be a Club House with Spa, Golf Pro Shop and condominiums along with

the semi-custom homes that are set on build sites with 5 to 20 Ponderosa Pines each.

All of the buildings will be roofed with MonierLifetile’s new profile, Hartford Slate. Hartford

Slate is a standard weight tile that emulates natural slate. During the manufacturing process,

every piece of tile receives a surface texture that gives the product a unique appearance.

The model home required 65 squares of the product and was installed on a 10 x 12 pitch. John

Magallan, the General Contractor/Designer for the project is aiming for a European look and

styling of the homes. “The roof tile blends in with the home perfectly and it looks very

authentic,” said Magallan. “From a distance, it looks like real slate,” he added.

The model home was roofed by the capable hands of a veteran tile roofer, S.L. Tile Roofing of

Grants Pass, OR. Steve Lee has 25 years of experience roofing with tile and it is the product that

he prefers to work with. “Tile is perfect for Paradise Ranch,” said Lee. “It offers a rich look and

when it’s done right it lasts much longer than other roofing products, with lower maintenance to

boot,” he added.

S.L. Roofing built the model home roof with energy efficiency in mind. The tile was installed

using the Elevated Batten System which raises the tile off deck to create air space that provides

an effective thermal barrier and air flow that prevents heat build-up. The roof also includes a

ridge vent system to complement the air flow created through use of the elevated battens. Also

furthering the solid installation is the use of ribbed valley metal and flashing on the

underlayment. “We treat the underlayment as a roof in itself,” stated Lee. Steve Lee also
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integrates in his own time-tested installation techniques including cutting the bottoms of the first

tile to prevent blockage of water and debris that over the years can debilitate the underlayment

and result in leaks. “Beyond the durability and longevity of tile, it just has that ‘wow’ factor and

great curb appeal,” said Lee.

“It is a beautiful setting, with great build sites and an extraordinary golf course,” said General

Contractor/Designer, John Magallan. “We’re just waiting for people to find out about our

Paradise and make it theirs,” he added.

And, whether or not, future Paradise Ranch homeowners are keen to the green movement, they

will live in a home with a green roof. Tiles are made from naturally occurring raw materials in a

manufacturing process that poses no threats to our environment. Concrete tiles are nonpetroleum

based and are made by mixing sand, cement and pigments to form a solid, longlasting,

inert product that lasts for the life of a structure. If tiles are ever replaced, they can be

crushed and used as road base, clean fill or even re-introduced back into new tiles - reducing the

impact on our over-taxed landfills. Additionally, MonierLifetile sources materials locally within

a 500-mile project radius, and manufactures the tiles with indigenous materials and postindustrial

recycled content, including Fly Ash and Blast Furnace Slag.
